(Video: starts with a black screen, then the dingy rope from the cover comes into focus, but just the length, not the noose…the rope swings back and forth loosely as if it is  moving in the breeze, with something unseen attached to it below…namely Anne’s neck, the camera begins to travel down the length of the swaying rope slowly, while the following text and audio is overlayed with a creepy piano background) 

ANNE: “If anyone sees…”

MASTER: “If anyone sees they will not dare say a word, for they know I am master in this house!”

TEXT ON SCREEN: 1650
NARRATOR (essentially Anne’s voice): Anne can't move, can't open her eyes, can't scream. Unsure if she'd dead, terrified she's buried alive, haunted by her final memory—a noose around her neck, tightening with a SNAP. 
REMOVE THIS AUDIO…A maidservant falsely accused, trapped with her racing thoughts, the events—and the man—that led her to the gallows.
This text goes over the audio

NARRATOR: Three hours on the rope. (TEXT on screen A YOUNG MAIDSERVANT FALSELY ACCUSED) Her family swung on her legs to help speed her death (TEXT: HANGED…) …Now, A shy teenage med student prepares Anne’s body for dissection. …(TEXT: BUT STILL ALIVE?) only problem is Anne Green ISN’T DEAD. 

ROBERT: I brace myself for that first cut to the stomach, the stink of viscera, the tumbling out of the guts… To think that this woman, just a few hours ago, had been a cogent human being: living, breathing, loving, hating. Strange! It almost looks like her eyelid moved. 
(VIDEO: Rope suddenly goes TAUT, the video shoots down the length of the rope, super fast with increasing speed, until it finally hits the noose portion. The title of the book appears over the noose (or perhaps in), A SCREAM is heard then a quick cut to the body image from the cover dead on the table eyes open. )

TEXT (in ridiculously huge letter): WAKE UP, ANNE!
Narrator: (text on screen: A chilling, mesmerizing read."—Kirkus Reviews ) BASED ON A TERRIFYING TRUE STORY (Video: perhaps show original NEWES flyer image here) 

TEXT: RB INFORMATION (LOGO, BOOK COVER, ISBN)…will put bookcover and ISBN on site.
